THE ADMINISTRATIVE STRUCTURE
OF SCHOOL SPORT IN PENINSULA REGION
Like every other Region in the State, Peninsula has a Regional School Sport Board, which oversees the operation of competitive sport in our schools.    Based in Cairns it is made up of representatives of Primary and Secondary School Sport and is the link to the District Directors. It acts as "watchdog" of regional sport policy.

Peninsula Primary School Sport and Peninsula Secondary School Sport consist of interested teachers who administer the operation of Regional Sport.

For each sport this involves:

· appointing a convenor whose task is to arrange a Regional Championships which culminate with the selection of a regional team;

· allocating each Regional Championships to a district or centre;

· appointing coaches and managers to organise, train and accompany each regional team to State Championships;

· obtaining feedback from all these and other persons for the betterment of school sport in the Region.

Each school in the Region belongs to a sports district - these are listed on the District Information page. Each district is responsible for ensuring that it sends a team to each Regional Championship. Because of different strengths of certain sports in some areas, and the remoteness of some schools in this Region, special arrangements are made for combining district and / or individual nominations to Regional Championships or regional coaching clinics in the case of primary schools.

Finally, there is the RSSO.   The RSSO is a departmental officer attached to the Cairns & Cape District Office and based at Level 1, 45 – 61 Tills Street, Westcourt and is the administrative officer of the three regional sports bodies mentioned. The Role of the RSSO can be found in the School Sport Handbook in section Roles – Regional Personnel.
